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The purpose of the problem of learning disability among students as a controversial category
in education has attracted the attention of many experts. This research was conducted with the aim of
comparing cognitive confusion, social isolation and quality of life of students with and without specific
learning disorder.

Causal-comparative method is used in this research. The statistical population included all
students with and without a specific learning disorder referring to the educational and clinical centers of
Dezful city, from which 80 people (40 students with a learning disorder and 40 students without a learning
disorder) selected by convenience sampling method. Data were collected using Madson’s cognitive
confusion; Modaresi social isolation and Ware et al quality of life (12-SF) questionnaires.data were
analyzed using multivariate analysis of variance (MANOVA).

The results of the tests showed that there is a significant difference between the test results
of the two groups (P<0.05). The results showed that the level of cognitive confusion and social
isolation in students with learning disorder is more than students without disorder, but the level of
quality of life of students with specific learning disorder is lower than students without disorder.

Therefore, it can be concluded that improving cognitive confusion, social isolation and

quality of life can create better conditions for improving the performance of students with specific learning
disorders.

problems; these behavioral problems lead to their
social isolation. Often, these children are labeled as
lazy or retarded in the educational environment, and
behaviors such as truancy, aggressiveness, reduced
learning motivation, low self-esteem, sadness,
changes in sleep and appetite, etc. are seen in them
(Shah et al, 2019). These people, who continuously
experience academic failure, are wvulnerable to
behavioral, social and emotional problems, and it is
expected that after experiencing failure and feeling

learning disorder refers to ongoing
problems in one of the three areas of
reading, writing, and mathematics that
are fundamental to learning ability. If
learning disorders go undiagnosed, they
can cause problems throughout a
person’s life beyond just low academic
achievement (Tatsiopoulou et al, 2021).
Students with learning disorder face
many problems, including behavioral

unworthy in several consecutive academic years, they
will show symptoms such as distress and alienation
from the school world. And they may even exhibit a
maladaptive attributional style, learned helplessness,
and serious emotional problems (Woodcock & Jiang,
2013). Another area that seems to be different in
students with and without disabilities is quality of life.
The quality of life for people with learning disabilities
can return to the level of satisfaction a person has with
his life (Arkhoudi et al, 2021). According to what has
been said, this study has been carried out with the aim
of comparing the cognitive confusion, social isolation
and quality of life of students with and without specific
learning disorder in order to help identify the problems
faced by students with specific learning disorder in
order to meet their needs.

2. Materials and Methods

The current research is practical in terms of its
purpose, and in terms of its method, this study is a
causal-comparative study. In terms of time, the current
research is included in the category of cross-sectional
research. The method of collecting information in this
research is library and field methods. The statistical
population of the present study consists of all students
with specific learning disorder referred to Dezful
learning disorders centers and healthy students
without learning disorder at the level of primary
schools in Dezful city (fourth, fifth and sixth grades)
in the academic year of 1400-1401. For sampling, 40
students with specific learning disorder referring to
educational and clinical centers in Dezful city were
identified and selected by convenience sampling
method based on the entry and exit criteria, and then
according to their demographic characteristics, 40
students without learning disorder were selected.
Based on the psychologist’s clinical interview and the
expert opinion of the teachers and specialists of Dezful
learning disorders centers, they were selected
purposefully, and they were matched with the learning
disorder group in terms of age, gender and education.
Then the research questionnaires were distributed
among them. In order to examine the variable of

cognitive confusion, Madson’s (2001) standard
questionnaire was used, to measure the social isolation
variable, the Modaresi standard questionnaire (2013)
was used, and to measure the quality of life, the Ware
et al. (1996) standard questionnaire was used. In this
research, after obtaining the consent of the students,
questionnaires of cognitive confusion, social isolation
and quality of life were distributed between the two
groups, and after collecting the questionnaires, the
collected data were entered into SPSS software and the
data were compared and analyzed with MANOVA
test.

3. Results

The results obtained from this research, indicate that
there is a significant difference between cognitive
confusion, social isolation and quality of life in students
with and without a specific learning disorder (P-Value <
0.05).These findings show that the level of cognitive
confusion in students with specific learning disorder is
higher than students without specific learning disorder.
In explaining the obtained results, it can be said that
students with specific learning disorder have
deficiencies in emotional processing and people who use
weaker cognitive styles in terms of emotional processing
are more vulnerable to emotional problems than other
people. Also, the findings showed that the level Social
isolation in students with specific learning disorder is
more than students without specific learning disorder. In
explaining the result, it can be said that students with
disorder, despite having natural intelligence, do not act
according to their age and educational level. The
problems of these children, in addition to directly
affecting their academic performance in a negative way,
also have destructive effects on their social interactions
and they tend to avoid society. Also, the findings show
that the level of quality of life in students with specific
learning disorder is lower than students without specific
learning disorder. In explaining the results obtained, it
can be said that students with specific learning disorder
in issues such as mental health, social communication
and the like have a problem; it is not so far from the mind
that their quality of life is lower than normal children.

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4. Discussion and Conclusion

According to the findings, children with specific
learning disorder have higher cognitive confusion and
social isolation and lower quality of life than children
without disorder. Therefore, it is necessary for school
officials to pay attention to cognitive and cognitive
issues and focus on math, science and pay attention to
students’ psychological disorders, and by holding
educational workshops and psychological
interventions and counseling in the field of how to
reduce negative emotions such as stress, anxiety and
depression and in fact reducing the cognitive
confusion, also realize the growth and flourishing of
students’ abilities. Considering the confirmation of the
difference in the level of social isolation between
students with and without a specific learning disorder,
it is suggested that by using play therapy and
especially group play therapy in which two-way and
multi-way interactions play the most role, it is possible
to help students with specific learning disorder will
lead to less loneliness and social isolation. considering
the confirmation of the difference between the quality
of life of students with and without a specific learning
disorder, it is suggested to pay more attention to the
dimensions of physical health, social health, mental
and functional health of students, in this regard,
education practitioners can provide conditions for
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creating and maintaining physical health (such as
holding morning exercise classes), social health
(encouraging communication with others) and mental
health (such as programs to deal with stress and
anxiety) to help and improve the quality of life of
students with specific learning disorder.

Participants were allowed to withdraw from the study
at any time. Also, all the participants were in the
research process.
